Our speaker last week was Past District Governor, Jim 
Hunt. These are the notes from Jim’s talk to the group. 
 
 THREE LESSONS OF LIFE 
 
1. LIFE IS NOT ALWAYS FAIR 
 Growing up in Shelby, Ohio, he was a 
guinea pig in a randomized, controlled trial of the 
newly developed oral vaccine for the wild virus 
polio. His friend, Roger Hicks received the placebo 
and he did not because of the position in line. 
Roger was stricken with polio later that summer. 
The U.S. moved to immunize against polio in the 
50’s. If you are 30 years old or younger, it is likely 
you don’t know anyone with polio. In Africa, In-
dia and Pakistan, about 1,000 cases a day were oc-
curring as recently as 1985, when Rotary first be-
gan its Polio Plus Campaign.

 Despite Rotary’s best efforts, in 
2008, the polio virus was detected in 14 
countries with a total of 1,651 cases. So 
far in 2009, 22 countries have reported a 
total of 969 cases of Polio. Matching 
funds from the Bill and Melinda Gates 
Foundation of  Three hundred fifty-five 
million will combine with two hundred 
million from the Rotary for a strong, 
final push to root out polio once and for 
all.  
 
3. ATTITUDE IS EVERYTHING 
 
 Dr. “Benny” Santos of the Philip-
pines was able to obtain unused (though 
still good) polio vaccine from a Cana-
dian manufacturer as a result of a con-
versation at Rotary International As-
sembly in the U.S.A. A picture of him, 
then R.I. President Jim Bomar adminis-
tered the drops in the Philippines was 
widely circulated in Rotary. When 
Benny became director of Rotary Inter-
national, he championed the cause of 
Rotary’s involvement to eradicate polio 
throughout the entire world.
